The Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education complies with Title 63 of the Oklahoma Statutes, Section 1-1523 and Executive Order 2012-01and 2013-43 as listed below.

Title 63 OS, Section 1-1523: Smoking is prohibited in all public places, in any indoor workplace, and all vehicles owned by the State of Oklahoma and all of its agencies and instrumentalities. 

Executive Order 2012-01: The use of any tobacco product shall be prohibited on any and all properties owned, leased or contracted for use by the State of Oklahoma, including but not limited to all buildings, land and vehicles owned, leased or contracted for use by state agencies or instrumentalities of the State of Oklahoma.

Executive Order 2013-43: The use of any electronic cigarette or vaping device shall be prohibited on any and all properties owned, leased or contracted for use by the State of Oklahoma, including but not limited to all buildings, land and vehicles owned, leased or contracted for use by agencies or instrumentalities of the State of Oklahoma.   
Skills Centers: Tobacco, electronic cigarette and vaping device use at these facilities is to be in accordance with the property owner’s policies.
