MATH/SCIENCE COURSES

· The math and science courses taught at the technology center follow the same guidelines and PASS objectives as those taught at the high school.

· The math courses have been approved by the local school board.

· The science courses have been approved as a lab science by the local school board and contain the process standards for lab science required in PASS

· The teachers for the math and science courses are Highly Qualified. The teacher holds a bachelor’s degree and a license/certificate in the subject(s) taught, plus other state requirements. See  http://www.sde.state.ok.us/Teacher/HighlyQualified/default.html for more detail. 

· The teachers in the math and science courses are Oklahoma subject certified.  For anatomy and physiology, the teacher holds biological science certification.

· Highly qualified, Oklahoma subject certified teacher information has been sent to the local schools.

· The teacher of record is the actual classroom teacher.

· The math/science course meets at least 120 clock hours within the school year.


COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY COURSES

· The computer technology course is on the list approved by the ODCTE and the OSRHE for meeting the criteria for Oklahoma’s Promise (OHLAP).

· The name of the course is transcripted EXACTLY as listed on the Oklahoma’s Promise website or the Credit Chart for CareerTech Courses for Computer Technology.

· The OCAS code(s) for the course(s) that is offered has been sent to the local high school for easy transcription of the course. See http://www.okcareertech.org/cac/Pages/guidance/guidance.htm  (scroll to Credit Chart) for specific OCAS codes for computer technology.

· The course meets at least 120 clock hours within the school year.
