GRADUATION PORTFOLIO REQUIREMENTS

In an effort to provide a world-class education to the students of Fort Gibson Public Schools, each student beginning with the class of 2014 must complete an electronic portfolio in order to graduate and receive a diploma.  Current students will be encouraged to complete these requirements, but these will not be required for graduation.  Educators and area professionals helped develop the requirements for this portfolio.  Below is a list of the minimum required content that must be displayed in the portfolio:

1. A career specific resume that is in line with the general career pathway selected by the student and parent/guardian.

2. Documentation by the student of his/her total number of absences (not to included school-related absences) for each year of high school.

3. Evidence of completion of four or more hours of voluntary/community service.

4. Career Investigation to include:

Freshmen:  Career and job education/interviewing techniques

Sophomores:   Job visit in student’s career area of interest
Juniors:  Interview of a professional in student’s career field
Seniors:  Job interview by a professional in student’s career field 

5. Documentation of scores on all state assessments, Explore, Plan, ACT, and PSAT.
6. Documentation of completion of the “Passport to Financial Literacy” requirement.

7. Copy of Transcript 

In addition, the student is encouraged to provide copies of his/her “best works” done throughout high school, especially any work that is career related.  During the student’s senior year a certified staff member must check the portfolio for completion and final approval.

CAREER PLAN

6th Grade 
(Activities completed in 6th grade social studies classes)

1.  Student views OKCIS Junior portfolio and updates

2.  Student completes the IDEAS inventory on OKCIS Junior (an individualized profile that shows the student how their interest pattern fits into 16 different career areas).  Student answers 128 questions to narrow down and recognize a high level of interest. 

3.  Student researches one occupation in their highest area of interest using “If I became…” worksheet.

7th Grade
(Activities completed in 7th grade science classes)

1.  Student views OKCIS Junior portfolio and updates

2.  Student completes a Career Interest Inventory on OKCIS Junior (an individualized profile that helps a student narrow down career choices based on the activities the student likes to do).  Student answers 80 questions to narrow down their interest from a career cluster to an occupation.

3.  Student researches one occupation from the interest inventory using “If I became…” worksheet.  

8th Grade
(EXPLORE taken during 8th grade classes)

1.  Student takes the EXPLORE interest inventory and test in September.

2.  Each student meets one-on one with the counselor.   Using the results from the EXPLORE interest inventory, the student completes a career plan of study for one of four career pathways for high school prior to 9th grade enrollment.
