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Subject to the availability of funds, OHLAP will help pay the college tuition for 
students.  To enroll in the program, students must be (1) an Oklahoma resident; (2) 
enrolled in the 8th, 9th, or 10th grade in an Oklahoma high school;  (3) the child of 
parents, custodians or guardians who earn less than $50,000 per year; and (4) must 
meet additional requirements as defi ned by the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher 
Education.  Curricular requirements are as follows:

English (4 Units)
Grammar, Composition, Literature

Mathematics (3 Units)
Algebra I, Algebra II, Geometry, Trigonometry, Math Analysis, Calculus, Advanced 
Placement Statistics

Science (2 Units)
Biology, Chemistry, Physics, or any certifi ed lab science; general science with or 
without a lab may not be used.

History and Citizenship Skills (3 Units)
Including one unit of American History and two units from the subjects of History, 
Government, Geography, Economics, Civics, and/or non-Western Culture.

Foreign or non-English language (2 Units)
Two years of the same foreign or non-English language or two computer technology 
courses in programming, hardware, and business computer applications such as word 
processing, databases, spreadsheets, and graphics.  (Keyboarding or typing classes 
do not qualify.  One foreign language and one computer course will not meet this 
requirement.)

Additional units of subjects listed above (2 Units)

Fine Arts or Speech (1 Unit or Set of Competencies) 
Fine arts, such as music, art, or drama, or speech

17 units required for OHLAP
The 17 are included among the total of 23 units or sets of competencies      

required for graduation according to state law and regulations.
Local school district graduation requirements may exceed 23 units.

Students shall be afforded the opportunity to retake the end-of-instruction tests once 
prior to graduation.  The highest state test performance level (advanced, satisfactory, 
limited knowledge, or unsatisfactory) achieved on the end-of-instruction tests shall be 
recorded on the student’s high school transcript.

For 9th graders in 2008-09:
Students shall be afforded the opportunity to retake the end-of-instruction tests more 
than once prior to graduation.  State test performance levels indicating profi ciency 
(satisfactory and advanced) on the end-of-instruction tests shall be recorded on the 
student’s high school transcript.

Local school district testing requirements may exceed state requirements.  In addi-
tion to the tests listed above, the National Assessment of Educational Progress 
(NAEP) is periodically administered to a demographically representative sample 
of Oklahoma students in Grades 4, 8, and 12.
