	Goal/Objective
	Students will identify the skills of a good team player and the factors that influence group interaction.  Students will demonstrate that teams often produce better results than individuals.

	Minimum Time Required
	30-minute session

Step by Step Instructions:
1. Introduce the skill of teamwork and the lesson with the following:
One of the skills necessary for any worker is to be a team player. Qualities of a team player include self-confidence, cooperation, flexibility, willingness to compromise and listening skills (including allowing others time to talk). The purpose of this lesson is to demonstrate skills that are necessary to work as a team to solve a problem. 

2. Give each student a copy of the “Lost on the Moon” worksheet. Ask each student to complete the worksheet activity individually.

3. Then, break students into groups of 4-6. Each group should work as a team to reach the most logical solution.

4. After the team activity, discuss what the students learned.

a. In your team activity you encountered certain obstacles that interfered with your ability to reach a group goal. What were some of these obstacles?

i. Did someone dominate the discussion/decision process?

ii. Did someone refuse to compromise?

iii. Did someone refuse to participate?

iv. Did someone get off the subject?

v. Did anyone feel that their point of view was not respected?

b. What are some of the skills needed to overcome the obstacles as a team?

c. Every job involves some teamwork.  Because decisions affect everyone on the job, it is often necessary to make decisions as a team rather than an individual. Therefore, it is important for you to develop the skills necessary to work as a team.

Walk around the room to make sure groups are focused on the activity. Have each group designate a spokesperson who will report their group rankings to rest of the groups. After all groups have reported their rankings, tell them what the rankings should be according to NASA.

Answers to “Lost on the Moon”

Ranked according to NASA (however, there are no right answers).

1. Oxygen—most pressing of survival needs

2. Water—replacement for loss

3. Stellar map—primary means of navigation

4. Food concentrate—supply energy requirement

5. FM receiver/transmitter—communication with mother ship

6. Nylon rope—scaling cliffs, tying injured together

7. First-aid kit—needles for vitamins, medicine

8. Parachute silk—protection from sun rays

9. Self-inflating life raft—CO2 bottle for propulsion

10. Signal flares—signal to mother ship

11. .45 Caliber pistols—means of self propulsion

12. Dehydrated milk—more food concentrate

13. Portable heating unit—only needed on dark side of moon

14. Magnetic compass—magnetic field on moon is not polarized

15. Box of matches—no oxygen on moon
