Dear Oklahoma Public School Liaison,

Thank you for your interest in promoting the Oklahoma Crystal Darkness documentary.  Many schools throughout Oklahoma are showing the documentary either in school assemblies or classrooms.  Some are even hosting a showing of the documentary for their communities.
How can you be a part of this unprecedented effort to educate our students and citizens about the heartbreaking effects of meth?
1) Host a Watch Party.  The Oklahoma Crystal Darkness Documentary will be shown Tuesday, January 13, 2009 from 6:30 to 7:00 p.m. on most state television stations.  It will air on Spanish language stations Telemundo at 6:00 p.m., and Univision at 5:00 p.m. the same evening.
2) Be sure and Register your Watch Party on the Oklahoma Crystal Darkness web site so that we can promote your participation!  Register by visiting the www.crystaldarknessoklahoma.org web site.
3) Show the Oklahoma Crystal Darkness documentary in a classroom or assembly setting.  If you would like to show the video in the daytime, it will be archived and available after January 13, 2008.  You can access the archived video by visiting the Oklahoma Crystal Darkness website after January 13th.
4) Invite an expert to facilitate discussion on crystal meth, or make this part of a classroom discussion / assignment.  Crystal Darkness talking points for youth are available by visiting www.crystaldarknessoklahoma.org, and clicking on the “Education Materials” menu on the front page.  Several related resource websites are available by clicking a link at the bottom of the Education Materials page.
5) You may wish to contact your local member of the Oklahoma Association of Youth Services www.oays.org/member_agencies.htm to find a guest speaker to facilitate a question and answer session or presentation at your school.

6) Invite your students and families to watch the documentary at home or in their communities by distributing a letter encouraging them to watch Crystal Darkness on January 13th.
For those schools showing the video at school, you will need the appropriate audiovisual equipment, and you may wish to provide refreshments for evening viewings.
