



ANNUAL SCHOOL SAFETY, HEALTH, and PHYSICAL EDUCATION CONFERENCE

     Registration is now open for the eleventh Annual Safe and Healthy Schools Conference sponsored by the Oklahoma State Department of Education. The conference will be held Friday, November 6, 2009 at the Clarion Meridian Conference Center, 737 South Meridian, in Oklahoma City  from 9:00 am to 4:30 pm. Registration is held from 8:00 to 9:00 am.  Participants will be responsible for their own lunch plans.

    Community coalitions, health and physical education teachers, law enforcement, parents, youth serving organizations, nurses, faith community, school board members, school administrators, classroom teachers, and counselors are encouraged to attend.

    The free conference  features a variety of sessions addressing health education, school crisis planning and recovery, youth empowerment programs, internet safety, bullying prevention, gang prevention, prescription drug abuse prevention, and teen dating violence prevention.  Additional workshops will include physical education activities, ethics in coaching, parent educational resources, and a community suicide prevention toolkit. Over thirty-eight workshops in related areas are offered, such as school safety assessments with fire and police personnel and school connectedness issues from Search Institute.  The author of Mean Girls 101 ½ will also present on female aggression and cyberbullying. A school nurse institute and workshops on HIV AIDS prevention are also included.

    Credit for law enforcement professionals (CLEET) is available.  Certificates for staff development credit for teachers will be available. Continuing Education Credits have been requested for Licensed Professional Counselors (LPC) and Licensed Marriage and Family Counselors (LMFT). Workshops will be taught by professional educators and nationally-known health, safety, and security experts.
