ACADEMIC INTEGRATION
1. The technology center provides integrated academic instruction for all students in the context of the occupational programs in which they are enrolled.  This may include but is not limited to the disciplines of math, science, written language, and reading comprehension, and should reach all levels of academic functioning.  Reference:  Standards for Accreditation of Oklahoma Schools (2002), Standard IV, 210:35-13-44(c)
2. The technology center provides instruction in computer operations for the purposes of word processing, record keeping, calculation, and electronic communication.  Instruction should be in the context of each student’s occupational program.

3. Each student receives assistance, if needed, in preparing for occupational licensure tests and requesting appropriate accommodations, attainment of the General Equivalency Diploma (GED), referral to external community literacy programs, and preparing for competency tests.

4. Each student who speaks English as a second language receives assistance in developing workplace fluency in English language communication, including speaking, reading, and writing.

5. Each career tech instructor provides integration of academic and essential workplace skills as they reinforce the occupational competencies of the program.  Reference:  Standards for Accreditation of Oklahoma Schools (2002), Standard IV, 210:35-13-44(b)
6. Integrated academics instructional staff members have appropriate preparation and credentials for the area(s) and levels of instruction they provide.

7. When academic credit is granted through enrollment at the technology center, such credit is awarded in accordance with current state statutes and regulations.  (Refer to PASS and current Secondary School Accreditation Standards).  The sending school and technology center shall cooperatively to ensure that such credit is properly awarded.  NOTE:  Special procedures, based on individual need, may apply for students who are on IEPs.
