






Education and Salary – Is There a Connection?
This activity will assist the students in being able to describe importance of academic and occupational skills in the world of work. 
Materials/Supplies
Computer, OKCIS, Occupational Outlook Handbook, graph/chart paper or poster board, calculations, markers
Activity
Divide class into two teams of four to six students.
Ask each team to use the OKCIS to find the salary and employment outlook for the following area:


At least five jobs that require no more schooling

At least five jobs for which you must graduate from high school

At least ten jobs for which vocational or two-year training is required

At least ten jobs for which a college education is required 

At least ten jobs for which more than a college degree is required

Ask the teams to determine what comparisons can be made from their findings. Is there a relationship between earnings and education or between the employment outlook and salary? 

Have teams to make a chart or graph of their finds, including what (or “how much”) each additional year of school is worth in salary. (Students can use other resources such as the Occupational Outlook Handbook.)

Evaluation
Students will be evaluated on the completeness of their research, accuracy and clarity of the comparison chart, accuracy and clarity of what each year of education is worth, and team participation.
