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ARTICLE I

Section 1.  Name

The Organization shall be known as the Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.  Only the state association and the affiliated chapters shall use the name.

Section 2.  Sponsors
The Oklahoma Association is an affiliate of the National Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.  The Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America is sponsored by the Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division of the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education.  State headquarters shall be located in the Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division office and function as a part of it.

Section 3.  Mission and Purposes

A. The mission of the Family, Career and

Community Leaders of America is to promote personal growth and leadership development through family and consumer sciences education.  Focusing on the multiple roles of family member, wage earner, and community leader, members develop skills for life through:

· character development;

· creative and critical thinking;

· interpersonal communication;

· practical knowledge; and

· vocational preparation.

B. Organized instruction relating to the mission is a 

part of the family and consumer sciences education program in the schools.  The purposes of the organization shall be as follows:

1. To provide opportunities for personal development and preparation for adult life.
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2.   To strengthen the function of the family as a basic unit 


of society.

3. To encourage democracy through cooperative action in the home and community.

4. To encourage individual and group involvement in 

helping achieve global cooperation and harmony.

5. To promote greater understanding between youth and

adults.

6. To provide opportunities for making decisions and for assuming responsibilities.

7. To prepare for the multiple roles of men and women in today’s society.

8. To promote family and consumer sciences and related occupations.

ARTICLE II

Organizational Structure

Section 1.  State Organization

The Oklahoma State Association shall be composed of all chapters within the boundary of the state.

Section 2.  Affiliated Chapter
A chapter may be affiliated in public and private schools in which family and consumer sciences instruction is offered.  The chapter shall be composed of students meeting the qualifications for membership as listed in Section 3.

A. Organization.  A chapter may be organized whenever, in 

the judgement of the teacher(s), students, and administrators, it would be advantageous to do so.

B. Membership cards shall be provided annually by the national organization for each member.

Section 3.  Membership Qualifications

A. Active Membership.  Any student who is taking or has taken a course in family and consumer sciences and/or related occupations shall be eligible for active membership in an organized chapter within the school.  Active members shall be eligible to hold office, make motions, and vote.

B. Post-secondary Membership.  Post-secondary students who are enrolled in family and consumer sciences related occupations class shall be eligible for state membership in an organized chapter within the school.   There is no national membership for post-secondary students.

C. State Honorary Membership.  Any individual who has given outstanding service to the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America by advancing its purposes shall be eligible for honorary membership in the State Association.  Honorary members shall be elected by a majority vote at a joint meeting of the State Advisory Board.  Honorary members have the privilege of attending all meetings of the organization but shall have no vote.

ARTICLE III

Dues, Fiscal Year, Budget, and Audit

Section 1.  Dues

A. The amount of state dues shall be determined by

the FCCLA State Advisory Board.

B. State honorary members pay no dues.

C. Local chapter dues are to be determined by the

chapter.

Section 2.  Fiscal Year
A fiscal year shall be June 1 through May 31.

Section 3.  Budget

The state adviser shall develop the estimated budget.

Section 4.  Audit

The financial statement of all income and expenditures prepared by the state staff shall be audited annually under the supervision of the Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education internal audit staff.

ARTICLE IV

Assets

Section 1.  Dissolution or Liquidation

Upon final dissolution or liquidation of the Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America, and after the discharge or satisfaction of all outstanding obligations and liabilities, the remaining assets of the Oklahoma Association shall be used by its advisory board in accordance with the purposes of the state association, or be transferred to a government instrumentality or a qualified exempt organization within the meaning of Section 501 C (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (to be used by Oklahomans in Oklahoma organizations.)

ARTICLE V

State Officers

Section 1.  State Officers

The Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America may have the following officers serve on the State Executive Council:  a president, a vice president from each region, a secretary/historian, three (3) occupational vice presidents and a post secondary officer.  The national network member and national officer candidates may also serve on the State Executive Council when applicable.

Section 2.  Qualifications
Candidates for state office shall have the following qualifications:

A. Currently an active member in an affiliated chapter.

B. Be enrolled in a comprehensive or occupational specific 

family and consumer sciences class while a candidate and during the term of office and are making contributions, which demonstrate leadership responsibility directly related to the organization.

C. Have an average or above average scholastic rating.

D. Have held or holding an office in a local chapter.

E. Have the support and approval of the local chapter, adviser(s), administration, and parents or guardians.

Section 3.  Duties

A. The president shall preside over all business meetings of the state association and the State Executive Council; appoint, after consultation with the state adviser, the chairman and members of all special committees; and be a member ex-officio of all State Executive Council committees.

B. The regional vice presidents shall represent the respective region at regional meetings.  They shall serve as members of the State Executive Council.

C. The secretary/historian shall keep the minutes of 

all meetings of the State Executive Council; shall be responsible for keeping records, pictures, and other materials of historic importance to the association and will serve as a member of the State Executive Council.

D. The three occupational vice presidents shall be 

from each of the three major areas; Clothing, Child Care, and Foods, and will serve as members of the State Executive Council.

E. The duties of others who may serve on the State 

Executive Council will be assigned by the state adviser or State Advisory Board.

Section 4.  Term of Office

The term of office shall be for one year.

Section 5.  Vacancies

In the event the office of president becomes vacant, the runner-up for president shall become president.  Vacancies in all other offices shall be filled by the runner-up for that office.  If the runner-up does not accept, then the office shall be appointed by the president after consultation with the state adviser and the Family and Consumer Sciences education Division state staff.

Section 6.  Region Officers

The state vice president of each region shall serve as region chairman.

Section 7.  District Officers
Each district may elect a president, vice president, a secretary-treasurer, and other officers as needed.

ARTICLE VI

Nomination and Election

Section 1.  Nomination

Candidates for state officers shall be nominated by the local chapters according to the plan prepared by the State Advisory Board, with the guidance of the state adviser and Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division state staff.

Section 2.  Special Meetings

Special meetings may be called by the chairman of the FCCLA State Advisory Board and/or state adviser when the need arises.

Section 3.  District Meetings

Meetings shall be held at a time and place designated by the program specialist, FCCLA and teacher counselors, and local advisers.  Representative chapter members and/or local advisers in the district, the district FCCLA and teacher counselors, and program specialist shall develop plans for the meeting.

Section 4.  Local Meetings

Local chapters shall hold meetings as agreed upon by the local adviser(s) and local school administrators.  The local president with the approval of the local adviser may call special meetings.

ARTICLE VIII

The State Advisory Board

Section 1.  State Advisory Board

The State Advisory Board shall be comprised of:

A. The state program administrator of the Family and 

Consumer Sciences Education Division, Oklahoma Department of Career and Technology Education, who shall be chairman of the board.

B. A representative from family and consumer sciences teacher education staff, rotating from each of the universities which offers a family and consumer sciences endorsement certification program.

C. The state adviser and members of the Family and 

Consumer Sciences Education Division State staff.

D. The local adviser of the state president of the  

of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

E. Others, as seem desirable, such as:

· Head of the Family and Consumer Sciences Department in a college or university.

· President of the Oklahoma Association of Teachers of Family and Consumer Sciences.

· Representatives of the Family and Consumer Sciences section of the Oklahoma Education Association.

· Representative of the Oklahoma Association of Family and Consumer Sciences.

· Civic leaders and parents.

· Past state officers.

Section 2.  Duties

The duties of the Advisory Board shall be:

A. To serve in an advisory capacity to the State 

Executive Council.

B. To interpret and promote the mission, purposes, 

policies, and program activities of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America to groups and individuals within and outside this organization.

C. To help determine the time, place, and content of

state meetings.

Section 3.  Meetings

The chairman of the State Advisory Board and/or the state FCCLA adviser shall call the meetings of the board.


ARTICLE IX

The State Executive Council

Section 1.  The State Executive Council

The elected state officers, the national officer or national candidate, and representatives, as decided may comprise the State Executive Council.  The state program specialists of the Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division and the state adviser shall serve as official advisers to the council.  Chapter advisers of the State Executive Council may attend the State Executive Council meetings.  They shall serve only as consultants.

Section 2.  Duties

A. Meet with the advisory board to help determine 

policies and procedures as they affect the state organization.

B. Conduct such business as shall be necessary to 

facilitate the progress of the state association.

C. Help plan the program for the state meetings.

D. Help to promote the state and national programs.

ARTICLE X

Regions and Districts

Section 1.  Regions

Regions shall be the same as the Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division supervisory regions.

Section 2.  Districts
Each region will be divided into the number of districts that will best serve the needs of each district.

Section 3.  Region or District Meetings

Region or district meetings may be held at a time and place determined by the program specialist, FCCLA and teacher counselors, and chapter advisers to present programs and/or transact business.

ARTICLE XI

State Association and Local Chapters

Section 1.  State and Chapter Adviser

A. The state program administrator of Family and Consumer Sciences Education shall give guidance to the program.

B. The state adviser shall be a member of the state Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division staff and shall function as the administrative officer of the State Association.

C. Program specialists of the Family and Consumer Sciences Education Division state staff shall direct FCCLA activities in each of the supervisory regions.

D. Family and Consumer Sciences teachers shall serve as chapter advisers.

Section 2.  Bylaws

State and chapter bylaws shall be adopted to govern the transaction of business, provided such bylaws are in accordance with those of the national organization.

These bylaws may be amended at any regular state meeting or through correspondence by a two-thirds (2/3) vote received from the delegates, provided that:

A. The amendments were proposed by:

1. A local chapter

2. The State Executive Council

3. The State Advisory Board

B. Notice of the proposed amendments shall have 

been given in writing to all members, to the State Executive Council, and to the members of the State Advisory Board ten days preceding the meeting of the State Executive Council and/or the State Advisory Board or a designated state meeting.

ARTICLE XII

Emblem

Section 1.  Emblem

The emblem of the Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America shall be identical with the national emblem of Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America.

ARTICLE XIII

Creed

Section 1.  Creed

The official creed of the Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America shall be the same as the national organization:

We are the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

We face the future with warm courage and high hope.

For we have the clear consciousness of seeking old and precious values.

For we are the builders of home,

Homes for America’s future,

Homes where living will be the expression of everything that is good and fair.

Homes where truth and love and security and faith will be realities, not dreams.

We are the Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America.

We face the future with warm courage and high hope.

ARTICLE XIV

Motto

Section 1.  Motto

The official chapter motto shall be the same as the national organization, “Toward New Horizons.”

ARTICLE XV

Colors – Flower

Section 1.  Colors
The official colors shall be the same as the national organization, red and white.

Section 2.  Flower

The official flower shall be the same as the national organization, the red rose.

ARTICLE XVI

Parliamentary Authority

Section 1.  Parliamentary Authority

Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised shall govern the Oklahoma Association of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the bylaws.
