DELEGATE CONDUCT PRACTICES AND PROCEDURES
 1.
The term "delegate" shall mean any DECA member, advisor, or sponsor attending the Oklahoma Fall Leadership Development Conference.

 2.
Delegates shall abide by all rules, practices, and procedures.

 3.
Student delegates shall keep their adult advisors informed of their activities and whereabouts at all times.

4. Delegates shall refrain from using inappropriate or profane language at all times.

5. Delegates shall refrain from verbal, physical or sexual harassment, hazing or name calling.

6. Delegates shall respect the rights and safety of other hotel guests.

7. No alcoholic beverages, tobacco, illegal narcotics or weapons in any form shall be possessed by delegates at any time, under any circumstances.

Delegates shall respect and abide by the authority and prerogatives invested in the executive council, the student government, presiding officers, committee chairmen, and any authorized representative of the aforementioned.

 9.
Delegates shall attend all general sessions, registered workshops and activities assigned.

10.
Dress regulations established for the conference shall be adhered to.  (This means no blue jeans at any time unless specified by the State DECA Advisor annually for a designated activity.)

11.
Delegate name tags will be worn at all times.

12.
Delegates violating or ignoring any of the above rules subject their entire delegation to being sent home.

First offense--Delegates will be escorted to DECA Headquarters where we will take their name badge and notify their advisor of the violation.

Second offense--Delegates will be sent home.  (This does not pertain to Rule 5 or Rule 7.  Violation of these rules will result in the delegate being sent home immediately.)

DRESS CODE

From the time delegates leave their homes and until their return and throughout the conference, delegates shall adhere to the following dress code requirements.  It is the state and chapter advisors' responsibility to see that their delegation complies with the rules established for proper dress.  A student in inappropriate dress will not be allowed to participate in the meetings.  
YOUNG WOMEN:

A.
Young women will be dressed in appropriate businesslike attire suitable to each occasion. 

B.
Skirts and blouses, suits, dresses, or professional pant suits with appropriate shoes and stockings will be expected.

C.
A DECA blazer with neat, businesslike skirts and blouses will be considered appropriate for any occasion.

YOUNG MEN:

A.
Young men will be dressed in appropriate business attire suitable to each occasion.

B.
Business attire of coat, dress slacks, shirt and tie, shoes and socks will be expected at all times.

C.
A DECA blazer worn with dress slacks, shirt and tie will be considered appropriate attire for any occasion.

Males:
Collared dress shirt with tie

Dress slacks

Dress socks and dress shoes

Females:
Dress or dress blouse with skirt or slacks

Pantyhose (stockings)

Dress shoe (i.e., pump or flat)

The Oklahoma DECA State Advisor and the Executive Council reserves the right to change the dress code for Fall Leadership.  If the dress code is changed for a special event, the “changed” dress code will be available on the Marketing Education web site.
