Oklahoma Policy on Sending Winners to

National Leadership Conference

Oklahoma HOSA will follow the National HOSA Rules and Regulations as stated below.  It is up to the individual school district in which the local HOSA chapter resides to determine what placing(s) will be allowed to attend NLC and represent the district.  Oklahoma HOSA would like as many winners to attend NLC as possible for the growth opportunities it can provide.  The decision upon who will be attending must be submitted to National HOSA by May 15th.
General Rules and Regulations (Section B of HOSA Handbook--National Competitive Events Guidelines)

“States may submit a maximum of three (3) competitors/teams per event per division, with the exception of Recognition events noted in Rule #12 of the General Rules and Regulations (see below.) If ties or event challenges result at the state level, states must implement a process to determine which three (3) competitors/teams per event per division may register for national competition.”

Rule 12. In Recognition events, each state association may register the following number of competitors:

• Outstanding HOSA Chapter: All state Outstanding HOSA Chapters

• Kaiser Permanente Health Care Issues Exam: 25% of the NLC student delegates from the previous year 
• National Service Project: One per chapter

• Barbara James Service Award: Unlimited

• National Recognition Program: Unlimited

• Chapter Newsletter: One per chapter

• Outstanding Alumni: One per state

• Outstanding State Leader: One per state

• HOSA Week: One per chapter
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
